Normally no item or quantity will be cancelled or reduced within the delivery period.
But the Indentor / Purchaser reserve the right to cancel any item or reduce any quantity
from the purchase order if the stores are not supplied within the original delivery period.

9. FORCE MAJEURE

‘Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not
involving the supplier’'s fault or negligence and not limited to, acts of the Purchaser either
in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics,
guarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser
in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the
Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the
Contract as far as is reasonable practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means
for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

10. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to
the Supplier, without compensation to the Supplier, if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or
otherwise insolvent, provided that such termination will not prejudice or effect any right of
action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

11. RISK PURCHASE

If the supplier after submission of bid & due acceptance of the same i.e. after the
placement of order fails to abide by the terms of the tender document or fails to supply the
material as per delivery schedule/period given or at any time repudiates the contract, the
purchaser shall have the right to forfeit the EMD /Performance security deposited by the
supplier & procure the stores from other agencies at the risk & consequences of the
supplier.

The
bidders are required to submit soft copies of their bids electronically on the CPP Portal,
using valid Digital Signature Certificates. The instructions given below are meant to
assist the bidders in registering on the CPP Portal, prepare their bids in accordance with
the requirements and submitting their bids online on the CPP Portal. More information
useful for submitting online bids on the CPP Portal may be obtained at:

REGISTRATION :

i) Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public
Procurement Portal: https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app by clicking on the link “Click
here to Enroll” on the CPP Portal is free of charge.

i) As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique
username and assign a password for their accounts.
